Participants will learn QTEL's
research-based key principles for
promoting academic language devel-
opment in secondary English learn-
ers, and will develop expertise in
applying those principles using a
wide range of pedagogical strategies
in rich instructional sequences.
Specifically, participants will gain an understanding of:

• the attitudes, knowledge, and dispositions that enable
teachers to work effectively with adolescent English
learners;

• how to scaffold disciplinary disclosure in specific
subject matter areas through exploring and analyzing
classroom examples;

• how to use several types of scaffolding, including
modeling, bridging, schema buidling, contextualization,
text representation, and metacognitive development;
and

• how to develop students' metacognitive awareness of
language and generative learning strategies.

Video taped actual lessons will be used to demonstrate the
research-based instructional strategies that promote
academic language development in secondary students.

Dr. Aida Walqui, Director of The Teacher Professional
Development Program at WestEd, is responsible for collabo-
rating with ongoing WestEd teacher professional development
efforts and leading the evolution of an organizational
commitment to supporting teachers throughout their careers
from recruitment and preservice through induction and
life-long learning.

Previously, Dr. Walqui taught in the Division of Education at
the University of California, Santa Cruz, and the School of
Education at Stanford University, where she coordinated the
Cross-Cultural, Linguistic, and Academic Development
emphasis program. She has also taught in other universities in
Peru, Mexico, England, and the United States. Dr. Walqui is a
member of several national and international teacher
professional development advisory boards. She is frequently
invited to speak on teacher growth in school contexts
characterized by cultural and linguistic diversity. She has
written articles for journals, books and authored Access and
Engagement: Program Design and Instructional Approaches
for Immigrant Students in Secondary Schools.

A native of Peru, Dr. Walqui received her Licenciatura from
the Universidad Nacional Mayor de San Marcos, Peru. She
holds an MA in sociolinguistics from Georgetown University:
and a PhD in language, literacy, and culture from
Stanford Univeristy.
